	Name of the featured person + age:

Is the person a child, teacher, family member, center’s staff member, etc.?  Does the name have any meaning?
	Helena Begum, (27 years old) is a mother of two children and a member of adult literacy in Chalantika Slum Children Development Project of ADRA.

	Self (introduction):

Please closer introduce the person – personality, hobbies, wishes, etc. What does he/she like to do? What does he/she like to play with? Is he/she doing any work? What he/she would like to do in the future?
	She does handicrafts (sews stone for Saree) in home. Her future wish is to make her child’s future bright. 

	Family: 
Briefly introduce the person´s family (siblings, parents, occupation of parents); What region of Bangladesh does the family come from? 
Do his/her siblings go to school? Do they work? Are his/her parents literate? Have they gone to school?
Do they live in Chalantika slum? What does their home look like? What are their living conditions? How many people live in the slum dwelling with them?
What is their typical meal? How many meals do they eat per day?
	Helena Begum’s father’s name is Aziz Molla and mothers name is Monoara Begum. Her husband’s name is Moniruzzaman. She has two siblings. She could not study in her childhood. She can only write her name. Her village is in Barisal, southern part of Bangladesh. For income and better life they came to Dhaka when she was young. 
Helena’s parents are illiterate. Her father is a farmer and mother is a housewife.  
Helena Begum lives in Chalantika slum in a CI sheet roof house. Under her house is a dirty lake and there is bad smell. She and her two children live in one small room.
They eat three times a day sometimes two times a day. Their common item is rice, potato, lentils and vegetables. They sometimes eat fish and meat.

	Financial situation of the family:

How much is the monthly family income? Who is earning money in the family? What do they spend the majority of earned money on? (e.g. food, rent, medical, etc). How much do they pay for rent at Chalantika?
	Helena Begum does the work with Chumky (one kind of shiny stone). She earns 3000 taka per month; sometimes 2500 taka. Their house rent is 2200 taka per month. Rest amount she used for other expenses. Sometimes her husband buys daily necessities for them.

	ADRA Center:
If writing a story about a child: Does the child like attending the ADRA center? Which subjects/activities does he/she like the most? What has he/she already learnt there? How did he/she start going there? Has he/she attended any school before?
If writing a story about the center’s teacher/staff member: e.g. What does he/she like about working at the school? What was he/she doing before working at the center? 
	Helena Begum attends in the adult literacy and she also got tailoring training from ADRA center. She likes to come to the center. Now she can write letters, read and also do some calculations. 

	Friends and free time: 

Does the person have any good friends? What do they like to do together? What does the person do outside of school/work? Does he/she have any free time? Does he/she work? Is he/she helping at home with some household chores? (cooking, taking care of siblings, etc)
	She has one sister lives near to her house. Her sister is her close friend and she shares her sorrow and happiness with her sister.

	 She is a straightforward person.

	Please write the story of this person:
It helps to think that a story is a timeline from the past to the future: what was the life of this person before; how is his/her life now and how does he/she see the future? Please include any details not yet mentioned.
	Helena begum came to Dhaka when she was 14 years old because of poverty. Then she started to work in a garments factory. While working in garments she introduced with Moniruzzaman and fall in love with him. After two years they got married without knowing anyone. At first she was not being pregnant and everyone started to think that she would never be able to become mother. At that time her husband and his family started to ignore her. Sometime her husband beat her. By the time she became pregnant her husband got married to another women. Moniruzzaman sent Helena Begum to her father’s home. When she gave birth to her son, her husband did not go to see his son. Helena Begum came back to Dhaka when her son’s age was 21 days. 
Helena Begum met with her husband but her husband refuged to take her back in his house. He became caught while stealing the child and beaten by the family members. Then he became missing. Helena begum had no income in that time so she brought her mother to Dhaka and started working in garments. But the baby had cried all the time so she quit from garments and went back to village.  

After three years again her husband took her to his house. Then Helena again became pregnant and gave birth to a daughter. Then Moniruzzaman started behaving the same. For that Helena Begum returned back to her father’s house. For her father’s it was not possible to take care of three people so Helena returned to Dhaka after four months. Then she started working to other people’s house as domestic helper. Her daughter Jannatul three months old stayed with her brother Akash who was only three years. After few days she started handicraft works (sewing chumky)

	What are the person´s plans for the future? (E.g. finish school to support his/her family, become a teacher, teach children from underprivileged backgrounds, get a better paid job, move from the slum, take care of parents, etc.)
	Her future plan is for her children. She wants to make her children educated and wish that they lived a better life in a better place. They will live in a better house and move from the slum.

Teacher (Sinthia): Helena apa (sister) lives a tough life with her children. She will struggle to educate her children in future for sure.
