Is the person a child, teacher, family member, center’s staff member, etc.?  Does the name have any meaning?
	Imon  Boyati. Age 10 years old.

	Self (introduction):

Please closer introduce the person – personality, hobbies, wishes, etc. What does he/she like to do? What does he/she like to play with? Is he/she doing any work? What he/she would like to do in the future?
	Imon a hyper active child in nature.  He enjoys playing, but mostly he enjoys playing cricket, besides playing he also loves to watch television, especially any live show. He is not engaged in any  work right now, and wishes to be an honest police officer some day.

	Family: 
Briefly introduce the person´s family (siblings, parents, occupation of parents); What region of Bangladesh does the family come from? 
Do his/her siblings go to school? Do they work? Are his/her parents literate? Have they gone to school?
Do they live in Chalantika slum? What does their home look like? What are their living conditions? How many people live in the slum dwelling with them?
What is their typical meal? How many meals do they eat per day?
	His father’s name is Abdur Rashid Boyadi, Mother- Tahomina Begam.  Imon has 7 siblings (4brothers & 3 sisters) including him, 3 of his brothers & 2 sisters are married. He is leaving with his elder brother Monir, and with his Monir who is contractor by occupation. Imon’s father never been to school, and his mother attended till grade 2. 
They live in Chalantika slam, and their home is made of breaks, CI sheet and their leaving condition is not that hygienic. They get to eat 3 meals regularly, their typical meal is rice, vegetables, lentos, fish, and sometimes meat, and their cooking is done one time a day.


	Financial situation of the family:

How much is the monthly family income? Who is earning money in the family? What do they spend the majority of earned money on? (e.g. food, rent, medical, etc). How much do they pay for rent at Chalantika?
	Monir’s monthly income is 7000 taka, out of this the house rent is 2000 taka, rest of the money is spend for their daily leaving / expenses.

	ADRA Center:
If writing a story about a child: Does the child like attending the ADRA center? Which subjects/activities does he/she like the most? What has he/she already learnt there? How did he/she start going there? Has he/she attended any school before?
If writing a story about the center’s teacher/staff member: e.g. What does he/she like about working at the school? What was he/she doing before working at the center? 
	 Imon was attending school in his village (Grade 1) , when they came to Dhaka, he did not get a chance to go to school any more. He joined the center 6 months back. After 6 month he appread test to be enrolled in government school. He has been selected to be enrolled in grade 3. He loves coming to the center as well as enjoys going to the govt. school. His favorite subject is Bangla, he learned the time table, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division. He likes coloring.

	Friends and free time: 

Does the person have any good friends? What do they like to do together? What does the person do outside of school/work? Does he/she have any free time? Does he/she work? Is he/she helping at home with some household chores? (cooking, taking care of siblings, etc)
	Imon has got a good friend called Milon at the govt school, they both are in G-3, they sit together during the lesson, they eat their tiffin together, and help each other in their learning/underrating of the lesson. 
In his free time he plays cricket with his friends, and sometimes helps his friend Milon as well as his sister-in-law at home, apart from this he is not engaged with any sort of work (income).

	Special/specific feature about this person:

	Imon have a good leadership quality in him, whenever he is given any responsibilities; he tries to do his level best. He can dance very well.

	Imon’s family comes from the Disti- Borguna, southern part of Bangladesh. His parents are leaving in his home district, his father has got 4 wives, and currently he is leaving with 3rd & 4th wife’s. Imon’s mother is the 2nd wife, so the 1st & 2nd wife’s leave separately from his father.  4 of his brothers as well as 2 sisters are leaving in Chalantika slam, and his youngest sister is leaving with his mother. His father comes once in a year to visit all his children.


	What are the person´s plans for the future? (E.g. finish school to support his/her family, become a teacher, teach children from underprivileged backgrounds, get a better paid job, move from the slum, take care of parents, etc.)
	Imon wishes to be an honest, dedicated police officer, and protects his country from any kind of corruption. When he is successful in his life, he wishes to bring his mother and take care of her.

Neighbor ( Nurunahar ): Imon is a bit naughty (hyper) child, but nevertheless he is a kind boy. Never goes for any kind of fight or arguments with any one, and I wish him all the best in his life, and hope that this child will be getting an opportunity to fulfill his dreams.

	Before Imon never listened to his teachers and never followed any instructing, rules, regulations, he never followed any hygienic method. He is also practicing the hygienic methods and helping his pears to do so.
