The following questions are only model questions that illustrate the type of questions to ask and are to guide you in the process of gathering information. 	Name of the featured person + age:

Is the person a child, teacher, family member, center’s staff member, etc.?  Does the name have any meaning?
	Rumi is 9 years old girl being cared for at the CSCDP.

	Self (introduction):

Please closer introduce the person – personality, hobbies, wishes, etc. What does he/she like to do? What does he/she like to play with? Is he/she doing any work? What he/she would like to do in the future?
	Rumi is a friendly child; she enjoys coming to school.  She enjoys playing any sort of games, but mostly she enjoys skipping-rope. And some day she wishes to be a doctor. 

	Family: 
Briefly introduce the person´s family (siblings, parents, occupation of parents); What region of Bangladesh does the family come from? 
Do his/her siblings go to school? Do they work? Are his/her parents literate? Have they gone to school?
Do they live in Chalantika slum? What does their home look like? What are their living conditions? How many people live in the slum dwelling with them?
What is their typical meal? How many meals do they eat per day?
	Rumi’s father Motiur Rahman and mother Helena Akter, are from the southern region of Bangladesh (Borguna District).  Rumi’s father attended school up to Class II and mother up to Class II, but they both can sign their names. Rumi is the only child of her parents, and due to their financial crisis they had to come down to Dhaka for a better living.
They live in the Chalantika slum, their house is made with bamboo and CI sheet, and they pay Tk1500 for this place. They get to eat 3 meals a day and their typical meals are lentos, rice, and vegetables and rarely get to eat fish and meat. Done 

	Financial situation of the family:

How much is the monthly family income? Who is earning money in the family? What do they spend the majority of earned money on? (e.g. food, rent, medical, etc). How much do they pay for rent at Chalantika?
	Rumi’s father is a day labor, and due to his sickness (jaundice) he is not able to work regularly, most of the time he is sick and stay at home.  Her mother works as a helper in others houses and her monthly income is Tk. 1500/. Her father’s income is Tk.4500, but most of this money is spend on the food and for Rumi’s father’s treatment. The expenses are house rent Tk.1500, food 3,000, treatment 2,000.

	ADRA Center:
If writing a story about a child: Does the child like attending the ADRA center? Which subjects/activities does he/she like the most? What has he/she already learnt there? How did he/she start going there? Has he/she attended any school before?
If writing a story about the center’s teacher/staff member: e.g. What does he/she like about working at the school? What was he/she doing before working at the center? 
	Rumi loves attending CSCDP school, her favorite subject is English.  After joining the ADRA Center she has learned many things, such as: she can make words with the alphabets, knows Bangla alphabets, can recite time tables (2-10), have learned the names of the weeks, months in English as well as in Bangla. Besides all these she can also name some animals, flowers, birds name in English as well as in Bangla. 

	Friends and free time: 

Does the person have any good friends? What do they like to do together? What does the person do outside of school/work? Does he/she have any free time? Does he/she work? Is he/she helping at home with some household chores? (cooking, taking care of siblings, etc)
	Besides that of the ADRA center, Rumi has made lots of new friends in her govt. school. After school she spends most of her time playing with her friends both from the center as well as from the school, and sometimes she helps her mother at home. 

	Special/specific feature about this person:

(E.g. special talent, positive personality trait, disability, getting done something remarkable, etc.)
	Rumi is a very polite girl, she shows lots of interest in her studies, and beside the ADRA center the govt. schoolteachers also praise Rumi for her enthusiasm in studies.  She can draw and color pictures very well. 

	Please write the story of this person:
It helps to think that a story is a timeline from the past to the future: what was the life of this person before; how is his/her life now and how does he/she see the future? Please include any details not yet mentioned.
	When Rumi was 2 years old, her parents came to Dhaka for a better living. Her father wanted to go to Saudi Arabia through a middleman or agent; he has given to these people a lot of money (Taka 3,00,000). But he was cheated, all of his money was taken and he was not issued a visa /work permit to go to Saudi Arabia. And that lead Rumi’s father into a big shock, and that led him to sickness and sometimes mentally disturbed, because he has to repay the loan.

	What are the person´s plans for the future? (E.g. finish school to support his/her family, become a teacher, teach children from underprivileged backgrounds, get a better paid job, move from the slum, take care of parents, etc.)
	In future Rumi wishes to be a doctor, due to poverty Rumi’s father is not able to get a good treatment, and that is the reason Rumi wishes to be a doctor so that she can help and stand beside such people who are unable to get a proper health checkup/treatment.

	Please provide at least 3 direct speech quotations:

Please write interesting/inspiring quotations from the person being interviewed or from anyone else who knows the person/story well, e.g. teacher, parent, neighbor, center’s coordinator, etc.)

	Neighbor: Rumi is a very loving, decent child, although we all stay in this slum and the environment is not that good, but still she will never fight or say any bad words to anyone. I wish her all the best in life, and pray to God that all her dreams may come true.
Mother: God has given me this precious gift; she is the only child I have. So I want and pray to God that she do not struggle like me in her life and get an opportunity to finish her education. 

Teacher: Rumi is a courteous child, she is also very good in her studies, I wish her all the best in life and as she is wishing to be a doctor, may her wishes come true so that she can help her family and her people.

	What is the positive aspect of the story? What positive change happened in the story? 

How is ADRA center helping this child and his/her family to have a better life? Please give specific examples!
	After attending the ADRA center Rumi has changed a lot, she brushes her teeth regularly every day, uses soap to wash her hands after using the toilet, drink boil water, even she has learned how to make saline water and drink when she gets diarrhea. Rumi is teaching her mother the hygienic practices, and to cover the food to reduce sickness, they regularly drink boiled water.
